	T. and Ss greet each other. (W) 
Lead-in. Learners are asked to brainstorm on the Quotation: “We once grew food without chemicals. We never grew food without bees.”(Elise B.C.) T. asks Ss in closed pairs to discuss what they think the quotation means and why bees are important. 
Some pairs can share their answers.
	Greeting. 
-Ss do the task. Suggested answers: I think the quotation means that bees play a crucial role in pollination, because they carry pollen between plants.
Or: humans can’t live without bees which are the most dominant pollinators of plants.

	Main part. T. directs Ss to the title of the text in the handout “Bees and their world”. T. elicits their guesses in answer to the question: do you know what the social organization within a beehive is.

T. plays the recording/video.



----------------------------------------
T. asks Ss to do a sentence completion exercise from a Handout. The exercise:
1. The queen bee lays each of her eggs in a hexagonal cell of wax.
2. A larva that might grow into a queen eats only royal jelly.
3. Fertilized bee eggs will grow into worker bees.
4. Drones are made to leave the hive in winter.
5. Honey is made from nectar from flowers.
6. The lifespan of a worker bee depends on the season.







Pairwork. T. asks 4 pairs of students to draw strips of paper with the inscription Egg, Larva, Pupa, Adult from the box in the form of a honeycomb.  Each pair should discuss and present information about a specific life cycle of bees using the text/suggested answers are presented on the slide/ 




----------------------------------------
Consolidation. T. divides the class into 2 groups: Worker bees & Drones. Each group is to ask & answer questions about honeybees using the numbers in the list & following the example. T. monitors & records the correct questions and answers on the board. Ss are given some time for preparation. 


-----------------------------------------
Reflection. T. asks Ss to write a short poem on the topic of the lesson that called “Cinquain”.
· The first line is one word.
· The second line contains two adjectives.
· The third line has three words ending in -ing.
· The fourth line has four or more words that make a complete sentence.
· The fifth line is one word Suggested variant:
· Hive
· Hardworking, the busiest
· pollinating, fertilizing, following, feeding
· Unfertilized eggs will become male bees, called drones.
· Bee(s) or larva
Alternatively, T. may use Slide 10 to ask Ss to provide feedback.
	Suggested answers:- I’ve read that a beehive has a queen at the top and the worker bees below her.
-As far as I know, there are also drones below the worker bees.

Ss listen, read & find out if their guesses are correct.
--------------------
Ss read the sentence stems 1-6, find information in the text & complete the sentences. Ss can use a digital dictionary to look the new words up or use slide #5. 






Ss do the task according to their strips of paper. Ss study the slide and use the text in the handout to formulate their answers. 





--------------------
Groups ask & answer questions. 
Gr.1 -How many species of bees are there on planet Earth?
Gr.2.-Over 20, 000 etc.



--------------------
Students provide feedback on what they have learned in the lesson using Cinquain method.
Ss also can express their opinion using special expressions: In the lesson I’ve learnt….. 
I can tell some interesting facts about … 
I’ve memorized several new words & expressions: …
I was impressed….

-------------Self-assessment,
method used -“Green, yellow, red”
While checking the answers Ss  raise cards which mean the following: Green: I get it! I can do this by myself and even explain to others.
Yellow: I need a little more help.Red: I don’t get it, I need a lot of help.
Peer-assessment, used technique
“A favourite quote”. Ss select and share their favourite quote from a partner’s piece of work. The quote could be shared verbally or, instead, be written on a sticky note and put on a learning wall display.
