The Saiga 
The Saiga is a type of antelope. It can be found in Asia and southeastern parts of Europe (Kazakhstan, Mongolia, Russia, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan). The Saiga inhabits grasslands, savannas, shrublands, deserts and arid areas. Number of saigas dropped drastically in the last couple of years because of uncontrolled hunt, habitat loss and due to increased competition for grazing with other species. Local people kill the saiga because of its meat and horns. Horns are used in traditional Chinese medicine. The Saiga is listed as critically endangered species with less than 50 000 animals left in the wild. The Saiga is sized like a goat. Males are larger than females. Body of the saiga is covered with cinnamon-colored fur. The Saiga has long, thin legs and robust body.The most distinctive feature on the head of the saiga is its nose. Long, humped nose covers the mouth. Although it looks weird, nose prevents dust from entering the lungs during the summer and warms the cold air before reaching the lungs during the winter. Only males have horns. Unfortunately, hunters kill the saiga because of the horns. The Saiga is an herbivore (plant-eater). It grazes grass and eats different types of lichens, herbs and shrubs. Saigas are very famous for their long and exhausting migrations that take place each year. The Saiga is very fast animal. It can run up to 80 per hour, especially when it is trying to escape from the predators. Main predators of the saiga are wolves and humans.

The group activity and strategy “Role on the wall”were effective as they were aimed at developing learners’ critical thinking and self-learning skills.
However, learners could not stick to timings and group work went longer than expected.
