There are a lot of different types of templates that can be used for brainstorming and concept mapping or generating ideas. He uses version. Basically you can only us three boards at once. If you use more than three, you can just make other ones inactive.  The benefit of this it is infinite and you can scroll on.
All the basic functions that we will need to create a game are already present in the basic free version. But there is also a subscription to an extended version of the program with video chat, timer and voting functions.
